NEW PAYMENT RULES 
      Reminder - New Payment Rules 
go into effect July 1, 2007 Effective 
July 1, 2007, clubs with past due 
balances beyond 150 days, equal to 
as little as one per-capita, could 
cause the club to be placed on 
automatic suspension and automatic 
cancellation within 90 days.  Protect 
your club's good status by 
continuing to send payments on 
time. 
      Currently, some clubs could be 

in jeopardy of becoming inactive if 
past due balances are left unpaid as 
follows:   
· Balances unpaid beyond US

$1000 and over 90 days, 
could be placed on status 
quo, unless payments are 
received between now and 
June 30, 2007  

· Second semester 2006 per-
capita must be paid prior to 
May 31, 2007. 

This is necessary in order to 
maintain a good status.    
      Protect your active status by 
sending payments on a timely 
basis.

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      Wrapping up a year of celebrating The 
Chicago Lighthouse Centennial, President & 
Executive Director Lion Jim Kesteloot shared 
these memories of his very first visit to the 
Lighthouse.  Lions will recognize in Jim’s 
words how their own service touches others… 
      “I remember sitting in the Lighthouse 
waiting room after being referred to the 
agency’s Low Vision Clinic from my 
ophthalmologist.  I was 14 years old at the 
time, and had been legally blind my whole life.  
As I sat there, I kept thinking, it is not possible 
for me to get a job.  It’s not possible that 
someone will love me, especially if I don’t 
have a job.  It’s not possible for me to be able 
to live independently.  Actually very profound 

thoughts for a child, but very common 
thoughts for children who are blind.  Most 
parents and adults don’t realize that blind 
children would have such thoughts. 
      In the exam room, the doctor looked into 
my eyes.  During the course of the exam, he 
went over to a counter and picked up a pair of 
spectacle frames with a special low vision lens 
and he placed it on my face.  The doctor took 
some reading material and placed it in my hand 
and then he took my hand and moved it up to 
the lens.  I was immediately stunned, shocked!  
I could see the print.  I could see regular print 
for the first time.  Previously, I could barely 
see headlines in the newspaper. 
      The word “seeing” has two meanings.  The 

first meaning is “the ability of the eye to 
perceive.”  The second meaning of “seeing” is 
“to understand, to know.”  A few minutes 
earlier, when I was in the waiting room I 
thought it was not possible to finish high 
school, and that it was not possible for me to 
be president of anything.  After the low vision 
examination, I “understood.”  I knew what was 
possible. Anything and everything was 
possible. 
       As I look back over the past 100 years, 
thousands of people who went through 
Lighthouse programs had this same 
experience, a renewed hope, setting new goals, 
understanding and knowing that they did have 
a bright future.”
