Effective July 1, 2007, any club that has past due
balances in excess of US$20 per member or US$1,000 per|
club whichever is less, outstanding past 150 days will be
automatically suspended, including the charter, rights,
privileges, and obligations of the Lions Club for a pgod not
to exceed 90 days. During this time, the club mupay the
entire amount billed to the club before the suspensiostatus
is lifted. If the club does not pay this amount in 90 ays, the

club will be automatically canceled.
