Campus Lions Club: College and university campuses 0
an exciting way to introduce the leaders of tomorrowitms
activities. Campuses have the resources needed to support
successful Lions club. Through membership, students learr
value of helping those in need and also can acquiraetyaf
skills that will benefit them in their personal and pasfional
lives.

Club Branch Program: Forming a branch allows an
existing club to reach beyond traditional locationbetp peopld
in need. Branches can be formed with fewer than the 2Cerd
minimum required to form a Lions club, which makes them

ideal for small towns, rural areas, ethnic neighbodspo
business parks, medical complexes and shopping malls.
Members of a branch club are full members of theirépt
club and enjoy all the privileges and responsibilitieslub
membership.

Lioness Bridge Program:This program allows Lionesses
honor and acknowledge their proud past while enjoyihtinal
benefits and privileges associated with Lions club meshie.
This program combines three elements: 1) the use ohéss”
in the club name, 2) the use of the Lioness convesiagram
@nd 3) a special Lioness-Lion pin. This program is an kextel
way to reach out to the current and former Lionessgsur
area.
