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STUDENT MEMBER AND LEO CONVERSION PROGRAM 
RATIFIED AT 90 TH ANNIVERSARY CONVENTION  

      During the 2007 International 
Convention in Chicago, Illinois, 
delegates approved the new Student 
Member and Leo Conversion Program to 
make membership more affordable for 
college-age students, former Leos and 
young adults. This program is designed to 
encourage student and former 
Leo participation in campus and 
traditional Lions clubs and ensure the 
dynamism of student and young 
adult involvement in Lions. This program 
also encourages Leos to form Lions clubs 
with other like-minded young adults. The 
Student Member and Leo Conversion 
Program expands recruiting efforts and 
gives more students and young adults the 
opportunity to join the association.  

Who qualifies for the Student Member 
Program? 

Students 
      The eligibility definition of “student” 
is as follows: A student is an individual 
enrolled in an educational institution and 
between the age of legal majority in the 
jurisdiction in which they reside and 
through the age of 30.  
      .Qualifying Students receive a 
special student dues concession, paying 
only half dues (US$19.50) and are 
exempt of any entrance fees 
 
Former Leos 
      Current and former Leos between the 
age of legal majority in the jurisdiction in 
which they reside and through the age of 
30.  
 
Qualifying Young Adults 
      Young adults between the age of legal 
majority in jurisdiction in which they 
reside and through the age of 30 under the 

provision that at least 10 new club 
members meet the qualifications above as 
a former Leo. 

 
Who qualifies for the Student Member 

and Leo Conversion Dues Rate? 
 
Students 
      The eligibility definition of “student” 
is as follows: A student is an individual 
enrolled in an educational institution and 
between the age of legal majority in the 
jurisdiction in which they reside and 
through the age of 30. 
   
Former Leos 
      Current and former Leos between the 
age of legal majority in the jurisdiction in 
which they reside and through the age of 
30.  
 
Qualifying Young Adults 
      Young adults between the age of legal 
majority in jurisdiction in which they 
reside and through the age of 30 under the 
provision that at least 10 new club 
members meet the qualifications above as 
a former Leo. 
       
      Student members are required to 
provide documentation verifying school 
enrollment and age. Former Leos are 
required to provide documentation 
verifying age and a copy of the Leo Club 
Completion of Service Certificate. Club 
certification for the inclusion of young 
adults in the Student Member and Leo 
Conversion Dues Rate will be available 
for the January 1, 2008 semi-annual per 
capita billing.  

 
 
 

Do current students in Campus Lions 
clubs qualify? 

      Yes. Campus club students qualify for 
both the reduced dues rate and the 
extended billing adjustment period. 
However, students not involved in a 
Campus Lions club do not receive the 
extended billing adjustment period. 
 

Do current Leos qualify? 
      Yes. Starting with the January 1, 2008 
semi-annual per capita billing, any current 
Leo between the age of legal majority and 
30 is eligible for the dues concession upon 
submittal of the Leo Club Completion 
of Service Certificate and Student 
Member and Leo Conversion 
Certification Form . These documents 
must be received by Lions Clubs 
International by November 30 for the 
January semi-annual per capita billing and 
by May 31 for the July semi-annual per 
capita billing. 
 

Does the reduced dues rate apply to 
traditional clubs? 

      Yes. All current and future students 
and Leos involved in traditional clubs are 
eligible to receive the Student Member 
and Leo Conversion Dues Rate.
